Morse Tuesday Lunch-time Chess Club

Dear Parents:
Please consider what chess can do for your child:

In a 1994-97 Texas study, regular (non-honors) elementary students who participated in a
school chess club showed twice the improvement of non-chess players in Reading and Mathematics
between third and fifth grades on the Texas Assessment of Academic Skills.

Public School 68 in the Bronx noted standardized scores increased 11.2% in reading and
18.6% in math during the 1994-95 school year. “As encouraging as our scores are, the benefits of our
Chess Education Program far exceeded anything that these scores could ever hope to indicate. There
were significant outgrowths in varying degrees in all curriculum areas. Such as: increased enthusiasm
for learning, increase in general fund of knowledge, increase in pupil attendance, increase in self-
confidence, increase in parent involvement, etc." Source: Principal Cheryl Coles.

“Not only have the reading and math skills of these children soared, their ability to
socialize has increased substantially, too. Our studies have shown the incidents of suspension
and outside altercations have decreased by at least 60 percent since these children became
interested in chess."

Morse is a lunchtime enrichment program led by The National Scholastic Chess Foundation (NSCF).
The NSCF is a non-profit educational organization that has been teaching chess in many schools in
our area. Mr. Peter Baust continues as principal instructor.

Classes are geared for beginner and advanced beginner levels. Students will learn the moves
and basic strategies by lecture, reinforced by supervised playtime. Advanced beginners will learn all
facets of tournament play.

This session will consist of eight classes beginning on Tuesday, January 19", 2009 and will
continue through Tuesday, March 16", 2010. Classes will be held during recess each Tuesday
(except February 16™) for eight sessions. Instruction will be during lunch/recess for each grade.
Enrollment will be limited to 23 students per class. Classes will be filled on a first come, first
served basis.

En un estudio en Texas de 1994-97, los estudiantes regulares (no de honores) de escuela
elemental que participaron en un club de ajedrez en la escuela demostraron el doble de la mejora que los
estudiantes que no participaron en el club de ajedrez, en Lectura y Matematicas entre los grados tercero a
quinto, y en la Evaluacion de Habilidades Académicas de Texas.
